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Survey Results

Understanding identity is essential to our ability to build relationships to support student learning
and well-being. This is complex work that must be done in partnership with the community.

The OCDSB has been preparing for this work for the past several years. The timeline below
provides an overview of what has taken place over the past 18 months and our vision to the
end of the next school year. Three separate reporting timelines have been established for the
2020-2021 school year — November, March, and June. While it is anticipated that each report
will have a specific focus (e.g., achievement, suspension, sense of belonging), consultation
with community partners will help to refine the focus and prioritize when each report will come
forward. Further analyses and reporting will be undertaken during the following school year.

A total of 74,975 parents/guardians (JK to grade 6) and students in grades 7-12 were invited
to complete the survey; 34,888 individuals responded to the survey representing an overall
response rate of 46.5%

Sexual Orientation

Approximately 40% of parents/guardians of children in JK to grade 6 were uncertain or preferred
not to answer the question about their child’s sexual orientation; the balance of respondents
reported that their child was straight/heterosexual (55%), LGBTQ2S+ (1.5%), or that it was too soon
to know (3.5%). Just over 16% of survey respondents in grades 7 to 12 identified as LGBTQ2S+.

Disability

Approximately 9% of survey respondents (parents/guardians of students in JK to grade 6, and
students in grades 7 to 12) reported having a disability at the time of the survey. Learning
disability was the most commonly reported disability for both groups of respondents. Close to
one-third of students in JK to grade 6 were reported as having Autism, while a similar percentage
of students in grades 7 to 12 reported having a mental health disability.

Status in Canada

Over three-quarters of survey respondents were born in Canada. Of those not born in Canada,
most reported being a Canadian Citizen or landed immigrant/ permanent resident at the time of
the survey. Ten percent of JK to grade 6 students, and 13% of students in grades 7 to 12, were
enrolled through a study permit as an international student.
